The IBDP is a two-year programme of study for students aged 16-19. and is globally recognized by universities for the holistic and
rigorous education it provides. In addition to the 3 higher level and 3 standard level subjects, IB Diploma candidates are required to
complete the following three core components of the programme: Theory of Knowledge (TOK), Extended Essay (EE), and
Creativity, Activity and Service (CAS). In order to be awarded the IB Diploma, all assessment components for each of the six

subjects and the core requirements must be completed.
