The International Baccalaureate (IB) offers a continuum of
intfernational education that encourages both personal and
academic growth,

The International School of Bologna (ISB) offers three of the four IB
programs: the Primary Years Programme (PYP), the Middle Years
Programme (MYP), and the Diploma Prograrmme (DP).

All IB programs at ISB share a core based on the IB Mission
Statermnent, the IB Learner Profile, and Programme Standards &
Practices.




The IB Programmes at ISB
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A central part of the IB philosophy is the

development of the IB Learner Profile
attributes. These attributes guide
students to become well-rounded
individuals prepared to navigate the
complexities of an evolving world.

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The Primary Years Programme starts in our Early Years
classrooms. Children are offered a variety of learning
engagements that encourage them to wonder and ask
guestions about their world. Through play based inquiry and a
Reggio Inspired approach, children grow and build on what
they already know and understand,
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The PYP is built around eight key concepts that are used across all
subject areas. These concepts help children view topics and issues
through various lenses. Students begin to make connections

between their learning and make generalizations about the world.

Function
How does it work?

How does it change and
transform over time?

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The IB Primary Years Programme (PYP) is designed for
learners from 3 - 11 years.

The PYP curriculum includes an inquiry into six themes (four in
the Early Years): Who we are, Where we are in place and time,
How we express ourselves, How the world works, How we
organize ourselves, and Sharing the planet.

PYP learners follow an inquiry cycle to explore each of the
themes through a different topic and subject lens. For
example, 'How the world works' has a Science focus.



Elementary - PYP

Through an inguiry approach learners have the opportunity fo ask
guestions, find ocut, make connections, reach conclusions and finally take
action as a result of new understandings. Throughout the inquiry cycle,
learners are required fo reflect on what they have learnt and how they
learn best.
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Secondary - MYP & DP

Learning in the MYP and DP focuses on identifying the
knowledge, concepts, skills, and aftitudes that will be
developed over time. It promotes awareness of individual,
local, national, and world issues and incorporates relevant
experiences for students.

Learning in these programs fosters the development of the IB
learner profile attributes and provides cpportunities for
students to make connections across their learning.




Middle Years Programme (MYP)

The MYP, Grade 6 to Grade 10, is a five-year program for students aged
11-16, focusing on a holistic, interdisciplinary education. It encourages
students to connect their studies to the real world through global
contexts. The program develops critical thinking, communication, and
intercultural understanding, preparing students for the academic
challenges of the IB Diploma Programme.

When Is The Application Deadline?

As spaces are limited early inguiry in January/February is recommended for
September entry. However, as we are an international school, applications are
accepted year round, and applications made throughout the academic year will be
reviewed on an individual basis.

What Is The Birthday Cutoff Date For Entry?

Birth date entry is by Decemiber 3lst for each class level. For example:

To enter Reception a child must be three years old by December 3lst
To enter Kindergarten a child must be four years old by December 3lst.
To enter Transition a child must be five years old by December 3lst.

What Is The School Year?
The school year runs from early September to late June. Check out the calendar on
